The Detroit Public School District is plagued by old, neglected school buildings that

have caused local residents to transfer their children into charter schools. In a

capital improvement effort to attract residents back to the district, they sought to

find a quick, turnkey developer to fulfill their aggressive time schedule and

requirements. Workstage was awarded this project because of the ability to satisfy

the school district's need for an intelligent building system, the competitive bidding

program used, and the incredible speed of delivery.  Construction of the six (6)

centers began in March of 2002 and were completed in August of 2002.

The Workstage buildings, designed to work as office buildings, would have to

evolve to accommodate students. Workstage officials would have to follow a new

set of building codes. The work would need to go out for public bid. And Workstage

would have to follow the district's guidelines, which specify using 80 percent

minority-owned and local construction contractors. 

The six Workstage schools have large, airy windows, state-of-the-art wiring, under-

floor heating and cooling, modern furniture and ceramic tiling patterned and

colored to reflect the ethnic makeup of the neighborhoods they serve.
